Phil Mills, representing the Managing Agent, Western States Property Services, Inc. was present. 

Robin Hunt was not present. Two homeowners were present.

Call to Order  Jack Markey called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.  

Homeowner Comments  

· Howard Helfant of 207-S noted that he had cleaned up most of his patio and would finish this week.

· Joe DeFez of 103-S noted the removal of the Cottonwood tree in the southwest lawn and suggested it be replaced with a new one instead of leaving a bare spot.

Minutes  The minutes of the meeting held June 11, 2009 were approved adding Jack Markey to the Financial Committee Report.

Property Manager’s Report  Phil Mills reported on:

· Completion of the concrete pad for the north recycle container and the delivery of the dumpster.

· Approving the new ATRIUM sign on the north wall and sending the deposit.

· Removing the dying Cottonwood tree from the southwest lawn area.

· Delinquencies were down about $3,000 from May.  They stand at $16,851.

· A violation notice was sent to 317-S regarding dog waste disposal.

· A violation notice was sent to 317-S regarding damage by unsupervised children.

· A violation notice was sent to 211-N regarding an un-registered dog.

· The owner of 310-N was contacted about the unsupervised children of his tenant.

· A letter from the owner of 315-S was received and circulated.  It contained suggestions for the Board to consider.

· Bumper blocks were placed to keep vehicles off the south lawn.

· The pool room doors were repaired to provide proper closing.  The front entry glass door was broken out and the glass has been replaced.

· The roofs and gutters are being cleaned of pine needles and leaves.

Resident Manager's Report  Robin's report included:

· Carpet cleaning, window washing and chairs have been ordered for the annual meeting.  
· Unsupervised children in the building are damaging the plants, furniture, pool room and recreational equipment.
· A sewer backup in 102-S was cleaned out.
· Having the sewer line repaired between 111-S and 211-S.
· Drywall repairs in 111-S and 211-S were completed.
· The office internet connection is periodically off-line.  
Committee Reports  

The Building Committee  

· Fred suggested the sprinklers in the south lawn be checked to make sure no damage was caused by the tree removal.

· it was noted that #215-S has no window screens.  Phil will write a violation letter.

· The extra bumper blocks will be placed at the north end to keep vehicles off that lawn.

· Fred noted that the final documents and plans for the fire alarm system had been prepared and delivered.  A copy will be kept in the office.

· It was noted that there are areas along the foundation walls that should be regraded for drainage away from the building.

· Larry noted some peeling areas of stucco on the south end of the building.

      The Landscaping Committee  

· Jack reported he had pruned some of the smaller trees and, along with Larry, removed some debris from the planting areas.  

· Jack noted that the concrete slope on the north side should have the cracks sealed before winter and the north carport gutter be cleaned out. 

The Recreation Committee   

· The swimming pool is temporarily closed to drain and replace some of the water to reduce the cyanic acid buildup and other contaminants.
Finance Committee  

· Fred noted that the new building sign, the new trees and the north recycle dumpster pad should be considered reserve expenses.  

Financial Report  Phil Mills reported on the June 2009 financial statements.

· Operating cash increased about $9,301 due to receiving some of the super-liens on foreclosed units.

· Ending balances were $22,832 - operating and $137,984 - reserve accounts.

· Delinquencies decreased to $16,851 from $19,781 during the month. 
· Out-of-the-ordinary disbursements included plumbing and sewer repairs and the deposit on the new sign.
· Total year-to-date expenses were $14,636 less than budgeted.
Unfinished Business  

· The Board left the matter of defining “visiting dogs” on the table.

· The Board reviewed the handouts for the annual meeting.

New Business  

· On motion by Fred Brockmeyer, seconded by Jack Markey and duly passed, the Board authorized the installation of two trees in the southwest lawn, about 2” caliper or 8’-12’ tall for about $250 each.
· Fred Brockmeyer urged more strict enforcement of the Move-in/Move-out fee for both purchasers and renters.

· Phil and Fred will obtain new bids for replacing the roof over the central.

Adjourn  There being no further business to conduct, the meeting was adjourned at 8:25 PM.  The next meeting will be Thursday, June 11, 2009 at 6:30 PM.
