Phil Mills representing the Managing Agent, Western States Property Services, Inc.  Robin Hunt, association employee, was also present.

Call to Order  President Dalsted called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.  

Homeowner Comments  

· The owners of 116-S reported what seems to be a condensation leaking into their unit.  Management will have it checked out in the unit above.

·  Gary Mitchell, #107-S, wanted to see what would be resolved between the new resident in 105-S and the resident in 205-S.  The Board took no action in the matter, preferring the residents to handle their own dispute in this matter.

Minutes  The minutes of the meeting held August 11, 2006 were approved with the correction several typographical errors, name misspellings and changing the reason for the $1,600 deduction on the fence proposal from screws vs. nails to removal or non-removal of the old fence.                             

Resident Manager's Report  Robin's report included:

· A report on the feud between 105-S and 205-S. 

· Problems with a resident's complaints about door slamming.

· Requests for a bicycle rack on the north side.

· Progress on plumbing repairs to 212-S by the owner.

· Having all main sewer lines cleaned.  Residents will be asked in the newsletter to report slow drains in order to avoid future stoppages.

· Repairs to the water fountain and outside sillcock.

Manager’s Report  submitted by Phil Mills reported on:

· Violation Notice sent to 106-S about excessive noise.

· Letter to 115-S about request for exterior modification - paving stones for walkway.

· Violation Notice sent to 200-S about tenants littering the lawn with cigarette butts.

· E-mail response to 105-S about allegedly noisy neighbors.  

· E-mail from Jon Bowhay about parking space #17.

· A repair proposal for the parking lot asphalt.

· Cleaning several areas of the common area carpets.

· Repairs to the chiller due to vandalism.

· A request to discount the lien on #313-S to facilitate a short sale which fell through.

· Updates on the fence proposals and discussions with Southgate Apartments about sharing the cost of future repairs.

· Installation of the phone lines for the gas meters.

· A quote from Shannon Construction for $7,800 to put fences around the chillers to reduce vandalism and cut down on the noise problems.

Committee Reports  

The Building Committee  

· Phil had Quality Service Company turn on the sauna and check its operation.  He will calibrate the thermostat with a thermometer and verify the timer works before publicizing availability.

The Landscaping Committee  

· Jack was not present and no report was given.  Other Board members opined that Marcan should avoid using the riding mowers on the hilly sections as they are tearing up the sod trying to climb the wet slopes.  They should not mow after the sprinklers have run and there needs to be higher pressure on the front sprinkler heads to reach the edge of the rock areas.

Recreation Committee  

· Fred suggested using FitnessTech to install cables on the weight machine if the other company does not come through.

Financial Report  

· Receipts exceed disbursements by a couple hundred dollars.

· On motion by Fred Brockmeyer, seconded by Cheryl Gale and duly passed, the Board authorized transferring $20,000 from the operating account to the Community Bank CD to achieve better interest.

· On motion by Fred Brockmeyer, seconded by Larry Jeffries and duly passed, the Board authorized waiving the $50 move-in fee for #215-S.

· The Chiller Systems bill will be reimbursed by Cheesman Wildcrest as it was paid in error.

· Fred requested reclassing several HVAC invoices from #7285 to #7265, reclassing the window washing from #7254 to #7230, reclassing $136.93 from #7290 to #7230 and $82.50 from #7290 to #7710, and combining the #7526 account into #7525.

Unfinished Business  None was brought up for consideration.

New Business  

· On motion by Fred Brockmeyer, seconded by Larry Jeffries and duly passed, the Board authorized up to $600 be spent for a 10-place bicycle rack to be installed at the north end.

· On motion by Fred Brockmeyer, seconded by Cheryl Gale and duly passed, the Board authorized accepting the proposal from Rocky Mountain Paving to heat repair 79 areas at a cost of $3,840.

· The Board requested the manager obtain a quote to sawcut the north driveway and install a sleeve to use for a sprinkler line to the northeast pine tree/sign area.

· The winter/summer HVAC changeover will be set for next week.

· The Board reviewed the quote for chiller fences and deferred action until spring.

· Cheryl Gale noted an odor from the north trash dumpster room.  Phil and Robin will check into deodorizers and steam cleaning the chute and room.  Fred will contact Front Range Disposal about cleaning the cans.

Adjourn  There being no further business to conduct, the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 PM.  The next meeting will be Thursday, October 12, 2006 at 6:30 PM.
