Notes from the Board Meeting:

The Board authorized up to $6,500 to have Windstar Construction replace the trash room floors, including FRP wainscoting, floor drains and sealing the new concrete floors.

Two new front-loading washing machines have been installed by Automatic Laundry at no cost.  They have 30% larger capacity.

The Board authorized Quality Service Co. to install smoke detectors in the dumpster rooms. The work should be done after the trash room floors are replaced to avoid setting off the new alarms during construction.

Rhodes Construction will install new trim around the new SW entry door.

Carpet Direct has started the carpet installation approved at the last meeting.

High Country Painting has completed the work on the exterior paint/stucco touch-up except for the stains at 300-S.

United Mechanical is going to quote the cost and practicality of installing automatic thermostats on the new, center-building HVAC units.

The WMI recycling dumpster has been delivered and is being used heavily.  Pickups are weekly.

The old snow-blower has a broken connecting rod and engine case. The Board authorized up to $3,000 to purchase a track-drive, Honda snow blower.

The Building Committee  

Two exterior lights still need repair on the west side.  Houston Electric will check them out.

The north wing is due for roof coating again.



Financial Report  

Out-of-the-ordinary disbursements included touch-up painting of the exterior and the replacement of the center building HVAC units.   Both expenses were paid from Reserve funds.  

The Board authorized beginning a suit for foreclosure on 102-N if the mortgage company does not respond to the demand letter sent October 24th.

The Board authorized contracting for the pruning of the front area trees and removing several according to a plan prepared by Jack Markey.
